Whilst this feels like a long time to wait for the equipment (not to
mention our pillows!) we have been advised that these next 4-5 months are
important times for us to adjust to the country, the culture and the language. *4

Although we have had one grant from a trust fund it has in general been difficult to
qualify for grants because we are such a new project. This means that a large
proportion of the money raised has been, and is being, given by friends and
supporters of the project. We appreciate your commitment so much as we are
learning that without aid the lives of some people here would be unimaginably hard. 5 |
We have discovered that although one of the poorest countries in the world, Burundi
is still an expensive country mainly because any imported goods must come such a
long way. Whilst a fully qualified primary school teacher earns the equivalent of
£35.00 a month, diesel costs the equivalent of £1.00 per litre. 5
Over the next 4-5 months our estimated costs of the project will be £2? per month.
This will be purely travel and administration costs of research.
