Kepplewray has been asked by Bishop Eraste of Muyinga Diocese in Burundi
to help set up a centre similar to Kepplewray in Muyinga.

We are going on behalf of Kepplewray to help set up what will be called The
Bethesda Project. Once it has been set up Bethesda will be run by Burundians
but will retain a link with Kepplewray involving regular training and a staff

exchange program.
